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Seminario General: Introduccion al Economia Politica

Objetivo del curso: Este curso examina temas importantes en investigacion de
economia politica.

Requerimientos del Curso: Los estudiantes deberan entregar cinco revisiones de
literatura (no mas de tres paginas cada una) durante el curso.
